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Precautions for use

Intended use of the product
This device is intended to play back video content without using a computer to transmit its video and audio signals 
to a projector.

Cautions when transporting
	f When transporting this device, avoid excessive vibration and impacts. Failure to do so may cause damage to 
internal components and result in malfunctions.

Cautions when installing

	rDo not set up the device outdoors.
The device is designed for indoor use only.

	rDo not set up the device in the following locations.
	f Location where vibrations and impacts occur such as in a vehicle or ship: This may cause damage to internal 
components or malfunction.

	f Location close to the sea or where corrosive gas is generated: This may affect the life of the components or 
cause a malfunction.

	f Near high-voltage power lines or power sources: This may interfere with the operation of the device.

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Setting up
